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Rules

This is an open ocean tournament, except those prohibited by legislation ie. Green Zones.
There is no limit to the number of anglers on any boat, however minimum is 2 per boat.

There is no limit on the line class an angler wishes to use. All fish must be caught using a hook
or hooks attached to a conventional fishing line eg. monofilament, braid etc.

Boats may start fishing from lam on Saturday morning, with stop fishing at 4pm Sunday
afternoon. Boats may depart any time after the tournament briefing.

There will be a briefing on January 13th, at 7:00 p.m. at YKBC. At least one representative
from each boat/team must be present. The rules of this tournament may be amended verbally
or in writing at the time of the meeting. Anglers are responsible for being well informed of all
rules.

The only eligible fish are Reef Trout types eg footballer, blue spot etc, Large Mouth Nannygai
also known as Saddle Tail Perch and Mangrove Jack (Reef Jack).

Any prizes not claimed (won) will be used as door prizes, Juniors cannot win senior prizes,
juniors must be born after June 1st 1997.

All fish must be weighed on the certified scale at the official weigh in station, in the prescence
of the boat / team entering the fish. Tournament winners may be subjected to any equipment
inspection or test. All fish must be weighed by the close of the weigh station on Sunday
afternoon, no fish will be accepted after this time unless special permission has been granted.
No allowance for gilled or gutted. Fish may be able to be weighed prior to the official weigh in
times, please consult YKBC reception to check this.

The tournament committee will monitor channel 81.

In the event of a tie in
weight, the winner will be determined by the earliest weighin time. The heaviest 3 prize is
included in the 1 prize rule.

No refunds will be given.
